报告人：Carsten Ullrich. Dr. Carsten Ullrich is a PostDoc researcher at the e-learning lab of Shanghai Jiao Tong University (Dept. of Computer Science and Engineering), an adjunct researcher at the CAS-MPG Partner Institute for Computational Biology and an associated researcher at the DFKI, the German Research Center for Artificial Intelligence. His research topics include Web 2.0, Semantic Web, and usage of Artificial Intelligence techniques for e-learning. He is a founding member of the ActiveMath group and developed the pedagogical core of the ActiveMath system, a tutorial component that enables the formalization and application of complex and realistic pedagogical knowledge. His PhD thesis will soon be published as a Springer Lecture Note in Artificial Intelligence.
简介：In this talk, Dr. Carsten Ullrich will describe current work on Web 2.0 and e-learning that has been accepted for the WWW08 conference. The term "Web 2.0" is used to describe applications that distinguish themselves from previous generations of software by a number of principles. Existing work shows that Web 2.0 applications can be successfully exploited for technology-enhance learning. However, in-depth analyses of the relationship between Web 2.0 technology on the one hand and teaching and learning on the other hand are still rare. In   this talk, I will analyze the technological principles of the Web 2.0 and describe their pedagogical implications on learning. I will furthermore show that Web 2.0 is not only well suited for learning but also for research on learning: the wealth of services that is available and  their openness regarding API and data allow to assemble prototypes of technology-supported learning applications in amazingly small amount of time. These prototypes can be used to evaluate research hypotheses quickly. I will present two example prototypes and discuss the lessons we learned from building and using these prototypes.
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
